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Article 1
General Provisions

Democritus University of Thrace (DUTH) based in Komotini and Helwan University (HU) based
in Cairo based on:

¢ the legal framework of Greece and Egypt

e The Special Cooperation Protocol approved by the Senate of Democritus University of
Thrace

are organizing a Joint Foreign Language Undergraduate Program of Study (JFLUPS) titled
"AdaokaAia Quowkng Aywyng" "Physical Education Teaching." This Regulation defines the
procedures and basic rules concerning the operation of JFLUPS. The Regulation, after being
drafted by the Assembly of the collaborating Departments, comes into effect upon its
approval by the Senate of DUTH and of Helwan University and is posted on the Department's
website and on the website of JFLUPS for the purpose of providing information to the students
and faculty members. This Regulation is effective from its approval by the Senates of the
collaborating Institutions and is posted on their website for the information of students and
faculty.

Article 2
Title

The JFLUPS awards a Joint Degree in Physical Education Teaching which corresponds to Level
6 of the European and National Qualifications Framework and provides pedagogical and
teaching competence.

Article 3
Objectives of the JFLUPS

Physical Education is an academic cognitive field and a subject in the middle school curriculum
that targets three areas of learning: the motor, the cognitive, and the moral/emotional. It
provides students with a structured, sequential, standards-based curriculum and teaching
program aimed at developing motor skills, knowledge, and behaviors supporting an active
lifestyle, physical fitness, sportsmanship, self-efficacy, and emotional intelligence, and thus
physical literacy. Physical Education Teaching prepares students to effectively teach programs
to learners, both within and outside the school environment, from preschool age to high
school, with the aim of lifelong exercise for health and quality of life.

The mission of this Joint Undergraduate Program of Study is:

a) the study of the evolution of sciences related to physical education in the modern world
and b) equipping graduates with the necessary skills and competencies to excel professionally
in the field of international education.

The objectives of JFLUPS are: a) to serve educators, researchers, and organizations in the field
of physical education, providing an international platform for collaboration that extends
worldwide b) to adapt and promote new forms of knowledge creation in the field of physical



education and c) to provide graduates with knowledge and skills that will enhance their
employability in the field of global education.

Article 4
Learning Outcomes — Graduates Qualifications

1. They have acquired content knowledge, pedagogical content knowledge, and pedagogical
knowledge, and they apply them in the design, teaching, and evaluation. They have acquired
content knowledge, pedagogical content knowledge, and pedagogical knowledge, and they
apply them in planning, teaching, and assessment.

2.They have acquired knowledge from sciences such as Didactics, Pedagogy, Motor Learning,
Psychology, Exercise Physiology, etc., related to the effective teaching of Physical Education
in the 21st century.

3.They perform various motor/sport skills adequately.

4.They organize the learning environment with cultural sensitivity and a growth mindset for
all learners, and they competently manage various situations.

5.They design, implement, and evaluate innovative programs that serve the goals of education
and Physical Education in the 21st century, at all levels, and contribute to the motor
development, personality development, knowledge, and health status of all learners.
6.They design, implement, and evaluate differentiated, innovative educational or
motivational physical and sports programs within the framework of education and/or creative
employment.

7.They select/design developmentally appropriate content for all learners.

8.They apply various student-centered strategies and teaching methods.

9.They use technology to enrich the educational process.

10.They create/select and use assessment methods for the learning and the learning of the
apprentices.

11.They train all apprentices to become physically literate individuals, lifelong active, for the
promotion of health and quality of life.

12.They use research methods for the preparation of scientific papers.

13.They adopt and disseminate a new culture for Physical Education, transcending established
beliefs.

14.They demonstrate skills/behaviors of effective teaching across all ages.

15.They demonstrate professional development behaviors.

The Department of Physical Education and Sport Science of Democritus University of Thrace
and the Faculty of Sport Science for Girls, Helwan University in Cairo, Egypt, provide students
with the necessary tools to ensure their thorough training for their scientific and professional
career and development. Specifically, the curriculum aims to contribute to the comprehensive
education of its graduates, who are by definition engaged in the JFLUPS Teaching of Physical
Education, from preparation and planning to evaluation of its impacts and program redesign.
Furthermore, the Curriculum aims to significantly enhance and complementarily enrich the
pool of tools for improving the effectiveness of teaching and learning, with the goal of lifelong
exercise for health and quality of life. This knowledge and these skills enable students to
pursue specialized postgraduate programs in the field of Physical Education Teaching, as well
as professional training programs. The JFLUPS Physical Education Teaching at Democritus
University of Thrace and Helwan University opens significant employment and career paths in
various structures and settings, including schools, educational institutions, and research
centers.



Article 5
Language

The language of the JFLUPS is defined as the English language in which all educational activities
are conducted.

Article 6

Number of admitted students

The maximum number of admitted students to JFLUPS is set at 120 and the minimum number
is set at 40.

Article 7
Financial Resources of the JFLUPS

1. The financial resources of the JFLUPS may come from:

a) tuition fees.

i) The tuition fees for enrollment in the Program per academic year are set to 60,000 LE plus
500 Euro.

ii) Students should settle their financial obligations (tuition fees) before the start of each
semester.

iii) HU is responsible for collecting the full amount of tuition fees from the enrolled students
and transferring the agreed amount to DUTH (SARF DUTH) in accordance with the provisions
of the Special Cooperation Protocol between the collaborating Institutions.

b) donations, grants, and all kinds of financial assistance,

c) legacies

d) resources from research projects or programs and

e) financial resources of the collaborating Institutions (H.E.l.), the amount of which for DUTH
cannot exceed five percent (5%) of the total budget to the Institution.

2. The management of financial resources is carried out by HU, which has taken on the
administrative support of the JFLUPS. For the DUTH, by decision of the Administrative Council,
following a recommendation from the Research Committee of SARF-DUTH, the withholding
rate in favor of ELKE-DUTH is determined uniformly for all foreign language study programs
and is set at 12%.

3. The resources of the JFLUPS are primarily used to cover the operational needs of the
program, and if there are available funds, they may be allocated to meet other educational
and developmental needs of the collaborating Departments of the JFLUPS. The financial
resources of the JFLUPS are primarily used to cover its operational needs, and if there are
available funds, they may be allocated to meet other educational and developmental needs
of the Department or the collaborating Departments of the JFLUPS.

4. In the Special Cooperation Protocol between the collaborating Institutions for the
organization and operation of JFLUPS, the specific terms and operations details of the
economic cooperation between DUTH and HU are defined, as well as the transfer of necessary
funds allocated to DUTH.

Article 8
Governing bodies of the JFLUPS

1. Competent bodies for the establishment or modification, organization, administration, and
operation of the JFLUPS are the following:



a) the Senates of the two collaborating Higher Education Institutions (H.E.l.),
b) the Program Committee, which consists of 7 members. 4 coming from the Faculty of Sports
Sciences for Girls of Helwan University and 3 from the Department of Physical Education and
Sports Science of DUTH.

c) the Director of the JFLUPS (Director) who is a member of the Faculty of Sports Sciences for
Girls at Helwan University, which is the leading institution,

d) the Deputy Director of JFLUPS who is a member of the Department of Physical Education
and Sports Science of DUTH and serves as the coordinator of the for DUTH and the Scientific
Coordinator of the JFLUPS.

e) the Assembly of the Faculty of Sports Sciences for Girls of Helwan University, which is the
leading Faculty of the JFLUPS and

f) the Assembly of the Department of Physical Education and Sports Science of Democritus
University of Thrace.

2. The Program Committee of the JFLUPS exercises the following responsibilities:
a) It recommends to the Senate the amendment of the decision to establish the JFLUPS, as
well as any other matter related to its operation, for which the competent body is the Senate,
b) allocates the teaching workload among the faculty of the JFLUPS.

c) prepares the annual budget of the JFLUPS,

d) approves all types of expenses for the operation of the JFLUPS

e) verifies the successful completion of the course of study in order to award the title of
JFLUPS,

f) exercises any other authority related to the organization, administration, and management
of the program.

3. The Director of the JFLUPS has the following responsibilities:

a) presides over the Curriculum Committee of the JFLUPS and convenes its meetings,
b) proposes to the Curriculum Committee of the JFLUPS and the other bodies of the
collaborating HEIs matters related to the effective operation of the JFLUPS,

c) is the Scientific Responsible of the JFLUPS, according to Article 234 | 4823/2021.

Article 9
Admission to the JFLUPS

1. The HU is responsible for the student admission process. The HU is responsible for the
student admission process.

2.Candidates for the JFLUPS must meet the criteria set by both Greek and Egyptian legislation.
More specifically:

The JFLUPS is addressed exclusively to non-Greek citizens, to citizens from countries within or
outside the European Union, who are:

a) graduates of high schools or equivalent schools with a physical presence abroad. Those
interested, provided they have attended the last two (2) years of high school or an equivalent
school in a foreign country with full attendance, must present a high school diploma or
another equivalent secondary education certificate that grants them the right to enter higher
education institutions in the country where they graduate.

b) graduates of a recognized foreign school from other member states of the European Union
or third countries, which is based and operates legally in the domestic territory, the diploma
of which grants them the right to enter higher education institutions based in the country
whose educational program the aforementioned foreign school follows, provided that:



ba) they themselves and their parents do not have Greek citizenship and bb) they have
attended with full attendance at least the last two (2) years of high school.

3) The selection criteria that apply for admission of students indicatively and not exclusively
include:

1. Academic Qualifications:

a) High School Diploma or equivalent (e.g., secondary school completion certificate
in international or national schools).

b) The score of (GPA) in High School Diploma or equivalent with minimum 1.0 GPA.

c) English certificate with Score (B2) in IELTS or TOEFL.

d) Birth certificate.

e) Copy of Passports or National ID card.

f)  Original certificate or statements for all trials for I.G.C.S.E or equivalent by the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

g) Motivation letter.

2. Physical fitness and Skills tests from the Supreme Council of Universities.

- The Total score for physical and Skills tests (100 points).

- Physical fitness test score (60 points) and Skill test score (40 points).

- The minimum for accepting a student (60%) of the total score for the tests,
provided that he/she is accepted in the height and weight measurements,
interview.

- The minimum height for male students 165cm and for female students 155cm.
International, Olympic champions will be excluding and also athletes Hight schools
championship.

3. Medical Proof: A medical certificate and health report from Helwan University
hospital or any other public hospital, stating that they are capable of participating in
physical activities required in the program.

4. Interview: The interview will be the part of the admissions process to assess
motivation for applying for this program.

4) Selection Procedure

Call for expression of interest.

The Departments on dates set by the Program Committee, calls for expression of interest
announcing positions with an open process for the admission of students to the JFLUPS. The
call states the conditions for admission, the number of admitted students, the mode of
admission, the selection criteria, etc., the application deadlines as well as the supporting
documents required. The applications together with the necessary supporting documents are
deposited in the Secretariat of the Faculty of Sport Science for Girls of HU in electronic form
or via mail.

Admitted Students Selection Committee.

The selection process for admitted students will be completed by the end of June of the
enrollment year. The Selection Committee is composed of three members, serves a three-year
term, and consists of two faculty members from the Faculty of Sports Sciences for Girls at
Helwan University and one member from the Department of Physical Education and Sports
Science of Democritus University of Thrace and is established by decision of the Program
Committee. The application deadlines for candidates are announced by the Program



Committee by May 1st of each year. The dates that determine the periods for submitting
documents and registration may be modified upon the recommendation of the Program
Committee. The conditions and criteria for selecting candidates are specific, quantitative
and/or qualitative, and are made known to the candidates by means of an announcement of
the Program Committee.

The relevant files of the interested parties are submitted at a specific time each year, on dates
specified in the call for expression of interest. Candidates are advised to carefully check the
instructions regarding each individual criterion for their scoring, so that the file is submitted in
full on the predetermined dates. Supplementary, incomplete or outdated documents are not
accepted. The selection process is as follows:

1) At first, a complete list of those who have applied is prepared by the Secretariat of the
Faculty of Phsical Education for Girls

2) The Admitted Students Selection Committee:

i. Rejects the candidates who do not fulfill the requirements.

ii. It ranks the candidates by their scoring related to the High School Bacalaureate and
proceeds with the pre-publication of the provisional table of selection and announces the
duration of objections.

iii. After examining the objections and based on the candidate's final score, the

Committee draws up the final selection table in order of evaluation.
3) The final list of successful candidates is validated by the Program Committee and it is posted
on the website of the JFLUPS. In the event of a tie, all candidates with equal grades are
admitted, provided that they do not exceed the maximum number of admitted students set
out in the Call for Expression of Interest.

Article 10
Registration in the JFLUPS

1. The successful candidates, after being informed by the Secretariat, are invited to respond
in writing within a specific period of time defined in the Regulation of Study of JFLUSP as to
whether they accept their inclusion in the JFLUPS and its operating conditions. The response
of the selected candidate not within the above deadline is equivalent to refusal of acceptance
and the Secretariat of the JFLUPS informs the immediately next one in the evaluation rank
from the relevant table of successful canddates.

2.The Secretariat of the JFLUPS announces the duration of the registrations as well as the
supporting documents required.

3. Students enrolled in the JFLUPS will be responsible for covering all expenses related to their
travel and accommodation at the host university, as described in Article 8.3 of the Special
Cooperation Protocol between the two Institutions. DUTH will make every possible effort to
support them during their stay in Komotini, Greece, and their studies at DUTH, providing
guidance on financial arrangements for travel and accommodation during their stay.
4. Enrollment in the JFLUPS begins with the first registration of the student.
5. The status of a student is acquired upon their registration at the JFLUPS as stipulated in the
currently applicable provisions.



6.The completion of studies within the maximum allowed registration period is the sole
responsibility of the student.

7. For the issuance of the academic student ID, students submit to the Secretariat of the
JFLUPS the relevant documents to the appropriate service following the respective
announcement.

8. By registering in the JFLUPS, the students agree and accept all Regulatory Documents of the
JFLUPS and the regulations of the respective Universities.

Article 11
Semester Registration — Course declaration

1.Students are required at the beginning of each semester to submit a declaration of the
courses they will attend and be examined in during the corresponding period. Specifically,
course registration is conducted during predetermined time periods before the start of each
semester (indicatively, from September 15 to September 30 for the winter semester and from
February 1 to February 15 for the spring semester).

2. The structure of the JFLUPS is designed in such a way that it includes educational activities
corresponding to sixty (60) credit units (European Credit Transfer System - ECTS) and to thirty
(30) Credit Hours per academic year, thirty (30) ECTS and 15 credit hours per semester.

3. The maximum number of ECTS credits and credit hours corresponding to the courses of the
semester that each student can enroll in does not exceed thirty (30) ECTS and to fifteen (15)
Credit Hours. Apart from the courses of the current semester, students on academic probation
are allowed to re-study a course for the purpose of improving their score, and the highest
grade they obtain in the course will be used in the calculation of their grade. If a student
achieves a GPA of 2.000 or higher, the academic probation will be lifted.

4. A student will receive an academic warning and placed on academic probation if her
cumulative grade point average (CGPA) is less than 1.666 at the end of the second semester
of enrollment in the program, or less than 2.000 in any subsequent semester.

5. The students will be removed from the program, if they obtain a cumulative GPA of (2.000)
in three consecutive semesters or four separate semesters.

6. If a student receives a grade of F, he/she is allowed to re-study the course if it is mandatory,
or choose an alternative course if it is optional. The grade earned in the repeated course will
be used in calculating her cumulative grade point average (CGPA).

7. Student are allowed to withdraw from any course until the end of the third week of classes
after completing the withdrawal form and obtaining approval from the academic advisor.
8.The declaration of courses by students each semester is a necessary action for the student
to continue their studies.

6. The students are responsible for selecting the modules/courses in accordance with the
current Regulations. The list of offered elective courses is updated each academic year.
7. Late submission of course declarations is not accepted.

8.The course registration grants the students the right to attend classes, laboratories, etc. of
the semester of enrollment, as well as to receive the notes and textbooks of the semester of
enrollment.

9.Full-time students transferring from other full-time foreign student programs, the process
of applying for course withdrawal after the seventh week constitutes exceptions determined
by the Program Committee and the competent bodies of the two Institutions. In these cases,
instances of force majeure and documented health issues are also included.



Article 12
Organization of the JFLUPS Physical Education Teaching

1. The JFLUPS is integrated into the development plan of the Department of Physical Education
and Sport Science in the strategic plan of DUTH and the strategic plan of Helwan University,
aiming to promote knowledge, governed by scientific coherence and meeting requirements
that guarantee a high level of studies. It is certified before its operation by the National
Authority for Higher Education (NAHE), for the 6th semester and periodically every five (5)
years as part of the evaluation of the academic unit to which it belongs.

2. The minimum number of semesters required to obtain the degree is eight (8) semesters.
3. Procedures and issues regarding the extension of the maximum duration of studies,
summer semester, summer classes, part-time studies, and suspension of studies for
undergraduate students of the program, as well as the procedural details and documentation
for the exceptional extension of the maximum duration of studies for serious health reasons
related to the student or a first-degree relative by blood or spouse or a person with whom the
student has entered into a cohabitation agreement, as well as the procedure and conditions
for part-time studies or suspension, are determined by a decision of the Program Committee.
4. To obtain the degree, the completion of 240 ECTS accounted for 120 credit hours units is
required. Of these, 210 ECTS /105 credit hours correspond to courses and educational
activities mandatory for all students of the JFLUPS, and the remaining credit units to elective
courses and educational activities.

5. Each University has the right and responsibility to make changes to the Curriculum to meet
the accreditation requirements necessary for compliance with national standards. In such
cases, these changes will be communicated in writing, in a timely manner, and officially to the
other university.

6.Mobility during studies - Semester of attendance at the Department of Physical Education
and Sport Science, Democritus University of Thrace. The 6th semester will be taught at both
Institutions. At least 12 students are required to be eligible to attend the Department of
Physical Education and Sport Science (DPESS) of Democritus University of Thrace (DUTH) in
order for the corresponding program to operate in Greece. Additionally, a limited number of
scholarships can be utilized for students from International Mobility through the ERASMUS
program.

The mobility period does not exceed the duration of one semester (sixth) and the
corresponding examination period. Students who wish to study for a semester at DUTH must
meet the following criteria:

¢ To have a minimum average grade equal to or greater than 7.70, or an equivalent GPA 2,3
during their period of study at JFLUPS and.

¢ To provide the DUTH with proof of health insurance that meets national requirements
before obtaining the student visa/residence permit.

Within the framework of mobility, the two Universities commit to issuing official copies of
academic records to students for the respective study period. These copies will be shared with
the other party to facilitate full academic recognition based on the rules and regulations of
each institution leading to the joint degree.

Article 13
Educational activities

1. The organization of a lecture course, a laboratory course, an internship, or every



10

educational activity is carried out under the supervision of the two collaborating Departments
within the framework of JFLUPS.

2. For each educational activity, a Course Coordinator is appointed by a decision of the
Program Committee. In the case of co-teaching, one of the instructors is designated as the
Course Coordinator. The Course Coordinator for the educational activity is responsible for the
smooth conduct of the educational activity (they are in charge of planning, posting the
Syllabus on the Institution's electronic platforms, communicating with the students, etc.). In
cases of co-teaching, the course coordinator is also responsible for coordinating the
instructors.

3. The courses in the curriculum do not fall short of twenty-six (26) teaching hours. In addition
to the minimum teaching hours per course, each instructor may organize in-depth and
experiential learning courses in small groups of students, such as tutorial exercises and
fieldwork.

4. Elective courses (10 in total) are selected from the entire range of elective courses during
the 3rd and 5th to 8th semesters of study within the deadlines for submitting the relevant
declarations.

5. Each student declares the elective courses as provided by the JFLUPS.

Article 14
Teaching

1.Teaching of the JFLUPS courses which lie within the responsibility of the Department of
Physical Education and Sport Science of DUTH is assigned to the following categories of
personnel: :
a) members of the teaching staff, research staff, technical staff, and administrative staff of the
Department or other Departments of Democritus University of Thrace, b) emeritus Professors
or retired members of the Faculty of the Department or other Departments of Democritus
University of Thrace (DUTH) or other Higher Education Institutions (HEIs), c) faculty members
from other higher education institutions in the country or abroad or collaborating professors,
d) appointed lecturers and academic fellows, e) visiting Professors, visiting researchers, f)
postdoctoral researchers, h) researchers and specialized operational scientists of research and
technological bodies of Article 13A of Law. 4310/2014 (A’ 258) or other research centers and
institutes in the domestic or foreign context.

2. The participation of postgraduate students and doctoral candidates in providing auxiliary
teaching work is possible according to the regulations of the two Institutions.
3. The members of the teaching staff of DUTH will be responsible for teaching at least 2
courses each academic semester, during which they will deliver 5 lectures using the face-to-
face teaching method, which will be conducted with physical presence at HU in Cairo. All the
courses of the JFLUPS taught during the 6th semester at the Department of Physical Education
and Sport Science of DUTH in Komotini are taught by DUTH personnel.

4. The cost of employing each category of staff is borne exclusively by the budget of the
JFLUPS. The employment cost of each category of personnel is borne exclusively by the budget
of the JFLUPS. To support the needs of the JFLUPS, the following categories of personnel may
be employed: a) regular staff of the Higher Education Institution (HEI), beyond their legal
obligations as they arise from their organic position, with the assignment of additional paid
work, the execution of which is approved by a decision of the Research Committee of the
Special Account for Research Funds (SARF) of the DUTH, following a recommendation from
the JFLUPS Program Committee. The additional personnel that includes all categories included
in sectionl.b to 1.e. of this article, which is selected according to the procedure of Article 243
of Law 4957/2022.
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5. The academic year begins on September 1st and ends on August 31st of the following year.
6. The educational work of each academic year is structured into two teaching periods, the
academic semesters (winter and spring), in which the compulsory and elective educational
activities of the JFLUPS are distributed. Each academic semester includes the teaching period
(teaching semester) and the examination lasting in total 16 weeks. Any educational activities
that take place outside the teaching semesters may be recognized by a decision of the
Program Committee. A third period for exams is set in September.

7. Each academic semester includes at least thirteen (13) full weeks of instruction according
to the academic calendar for the start and end of semesters followed by three (3) weeks of
exams, which is determined by a decision of the Senate of the initiating Institution.

8. Each course is taught on the days and times scheduled in the timetable. Each lesson is
taught on the days and times scheduled in the timetable.

9. The courses of the JFLUPS are conducted in person, or with a combination of in-person and
distance (blended) teaching. The organization of the educational process using modern
distance learning methods is carried out by decision of the Program Committee, considering
the particularities of the JFLUPS, its human resources, and its available infrastructure. In each
semester, two courses are conducted with blended teaching.

10. By decision of the Program Committee, teaching assistants holding a master's degree on
Sports Science may assist to course teaching.

11. The educational process within the framework of the courses is supported by the use of
digital media, developing appropriate infrastructures and services. The educational process
within the framework of the courses is supported by the use of digital media, developing
appropriate infrastructures and services. Modern educational approaches and technologies
are used with the aim of upgrading teaching methods and enhancing the creativity of
students.

12. The amphitheaters, classrooms, and the building and other facilities of the Department of
Physical Education and Sport Science of Democritus University of Thrace support the
educational process of the Sports Science and Physical Education Program during the
implementation of courses in the 6th semester at DUTH. The infrastructure of DUTH is
available for the implementation of educational activities from 8:00 to 21:00. The timetable
takes care to include a break in the educational activities to facilitate the students' meal
service for one hour between 12:00 and 16:00.

13. At the Department of Physical Education and Sport Science of Democritus University of
Thrace, laboratory and research spaces and facilities operate with laboratory equipment and
computing systems of modern technology to meet the respective educational and laboratory
needs of the Department.

14. The matters concerning educational visits of students are regulated in Appendix 6 of the
Internal Regulation of the Democritus University of Thrace.

Article 15
Conducting the educational activities

1. The assignment of the teaching work to a teaching personnel of the JFLUPS is carried out
by a decision of the Program Committee following a recommendation by its Director. The
assignment of the teaching workload of the JFLUPS is carried out by a decision of the Program
Committee following a recommendation by the Director. The decision regarding the
assignment of teaching a course is issued no later than the start of each academic semester
and necessarily includes the instructors of the JFLUPS, the courses, the educational activities,
and the total number of teaching hours assigned per instructor according to the curriculum
for each academic semester, as well as the total cost of their remuneration, if payment is
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provided for, and is promptly communicated to the Special Account for Research Funds (ELKE)
of the Higher Education Institution (HEI). Specific conditions regarding the assignment of
teaching work may be defined in the founding decision of the JFLUPS.

2. All categories of teaching staff are compensated exclusively from the resources of the
JFLUPS, provided that their compensation is stipulated and included in the Annex of the
Special Cooperation Protocol of the two Institutions and is in accordance with the Internal
Salary Regulation of the Higher Education Institution for the performance of additional
teaching work and the total number of teaching hours assigned on a case-by-case basis
3. The timetable includes the allocation of teaching hours for the educational activities of the
Joint Program on the five (5) working days of the week, the instructors, as well as the
classrooms. The educational activities of each semester are distributed over the five (5)
working days of the week, which in Egypt are Sunday to Thursday, while in Greece they are
Monday to Friday. In exceptional cases, and if deemed absolutely necessary, the conduct of
educational activities on days considered as weekly holidays (Friday and Saturday in Egypt and
Saturday and Sunday in Greece) is permitted.

4. The HU will provide and support both students and instructors with its digital educational
platform.

5. The hours of compulsory and elective courses of the same semester are not allowed to
coincide in the timetable. The overlap of teaching hours for compulsory and elective courses
in the same semester in the timetable is not allowed.

6. By decision of the Program Committee, the timetable may be modified.

7. Attendance and participation in educational activities are mandatory.

8. By decision of the Program Committee, the number of mandatory courses, laboratory,
clinical, and other exercises, as well as any matter related to the attendance of educational
activities and their evaluation, is determined. Similarly, attendance and participation of
students in certain forms of educational activities, such as seminars, workshops, tutorial
classes, clinical or practical exercises, may be made mandatory.

Article 16
Teaching textbooks and Teaching materials

1. The provision of educational textbooks to undergraduate students is carried out under the
responsibility of the initiating Institution.

2. The list of teaching materials is compiled each academic year by decision of the Program
Committee following a proposal by the course coordinator.

Article 17
Participation and attendance to the educational process

1.The attendance of courses, tutorials, exercises, laboratories, and generally educational
activities by students is carried out in accordance with the Curriculum, the timetable, and the
present regulation.

2. Students complete their educational and examination obligations according to the Study
Program with their respective JFLUPS Regulation and the Examination Regulation of the
initiating Institution.

3.By decision of the Program Committee, a break in studies is allowed for a maximum period
of four separate or consecutive academic semesters for reasons of illness or other related
causes, when it is not possible to continue studies due to personal difficulties.
4. The failure to register for all the courses corresponding to the academic semester is
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considered and counted towards the four possible suspension periods. The omission of
registration for all courses corresponding to the academic semester is considered and counted
towards the four chances of registration suspension.

5. If a student interrupts their studies in a semester without applying for a deferral
(registration suspension), their registration for that semester will be suspended by the
initiating Institution.

6. Attendance at educational activities is mandatory. The student will receive a first warning
after (15%) absence and a second warning after (20%) of the course hours. Students will be
deprived of participating in the end-of-semester exams if their absences exceed (25%) of the
course's teaching hours. The student is required to attend at least 75% of the lectures in
theoretical and practical courses that are conducted separately. Special justification may be
granted in exceptional cases by the Program Committee, such as serious illness &
hospitalization, accident, family distress, provided that the concerned students submit a
relevant certificate from the appropriate authority. Participation in university, national, or
international competitions or in organized national-level training events may be considered
activities that are not recorded as absences.

Article 18
Evaluation of educational activities

1.The evaluation of students can be conducted through written or oral exams, intermediate
progress tests, written assignments, laboratory exercises, a combination of different
evaluation methods, or other evaluation methods that align with the nature of each
educational process. During the conduct of written or oral examinations, as methods of
evaluation, the integrity of the process is mandatorily ensured. The instructor chooses a
method or a combination of methods that they consider most suitable for the evaluation of
the students.

2. The teaching staff of the course (or the instructors in the case of co-teaching) is responsible
for choosing the method and process of evaluating the students, as well as for the final grading
of the course and the issuance of the results.

3.The evaluation methods, criteria, and process (e.g., number of intermediate exams,
assignments, performance evaluation, weight of individual exams, etc.) must be included in
the Course Outline and on the asynchronous digital education platform.

4. The exam material for the course includes the content that has been announced to the
students since the beginning of the semester, in combination with any possible clarifications
or modifications made by the instructor during the course.

5. If the evaluation is conducted through final exams, the exams are held during the
examination periods according to the academic calendar of the University provided by the
JFLUPS.

Article 19
Examination Regulations

1 General Provisions. The examination process is defined by the Examination Regulations of
the initiating Institution and the present Regulation.

2. Course Coordinator. The term Course Coordinator refers to the teaching personnel to
whom the teaching of a course has been assigned during an academic semester and who is
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legally responsible for conducting the course examination. The Course Coordinator is
responsible for the organization and the smooth, uninterrupted, and fair conduct of the exam.
3. The Course Coordinator records the grades no later than the deadline for grade submission
set by the Program Committee.

4. Before the results are published, the examiners, invigilators, and administrative staff
maintain the confidentiality of the results.

5. The written exams, assignments, and generally anything used for the evaluation of students
must be stored diligently and mandatorily by the course instructor for twelve (12) months
from the examination date. After this period, the evaluation material is no longer valid and is
destroyed under the responsibility of the course/educational activity supervisor, unless there
is an ongoing related criminal, disciplinary, or any other administrative procedure.
6. Serious negligence in the performance of the duties of the Examination Coordinator
constitutes a disciplinary offense.

7. Participation in the exams refers to:

a) the courses of the semester of attendance (spring or fall) and

b) the courses that the student has re-registered from previous semesters.

8. The final grade of each independent educational activity can result either from a
comprehensive final exam or from the combined evaluation of individual assessments (of
equal or different weight). The final grade, as well as the individual assessments, can result
from written or oral exams, practical exercises, or the performance of the student from their
participation in the educational process, especially from the preparation and presentation of
assignments, or a combination of the above. In the case of reports, practicals, or assignments,
a brief descriptive evaluation is also provided in addition to the grade.

9. Standalone educational activities in which the student did not receive a passing final grade
and the attendance in these or part of them is deemed insufficient, are required to be
repeated in whole or in part.

10. Scheduling of Final Exams for each semester and the September exam period. The Director
of the JFLUPS is responsible for coordinating the exams. By decision of the Program
Committee, the Schedule of Final Exams and the Schedule of Supervisions for the examination
periods are prepared in accordance with the academic calendar determined by a decision of
the Senate of the University where the JFLUPS is implemented. During the preparation of the
Schedule of Final Exams, care is taken to ensure that the distribution of subjects is rational
(e.g., the examination of the compulsory subjects of the semester is evenly distributed
throughout the examination period, no empty days are left, etc.). The Schedule of Final Exams
for the winter semester is approved by the Progam Committee and announced to the students
no later than December 15, for the spring semester exam period no later than April 30, and
for the September revisit exam period no later than July 15. The exam schedules are posted
on the Department's website immediately after its approval by the Program Committee.

Article 20
Completion of Studies - Degree Grade - Diploma — Certification

1. The minimum duration of study in the JFLPS for the award of the degree is eight (8)
academic semesters.

2. Completion of Studies. Students complete their studies and are awarded a certificate of
studies or a degree when they have completed the minimum required number of semesters
for obtaining a degree, have successfully passed the courses stipulated by the curriculum
under the terms and conditions set forth in it, and have accumulated the required number of
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credit units. To obtain the degree, it is required to attend 8 semesters of study and accumulate
a total of at least 240 credit units (ECTS) accounted for 120 credit hours.

More specifically, a student is required to meet the following prerequisites for graduating and
obtaining a degree:

¢ Not to have any financial obligations towards the JFLUPS.

* To have successfully completed the mandatory Courses of the JFLUPS.

¢ To have successfully completed the elective Courses of the JFLUPS.

¢ To have successfully completed any other educational activity required by the JFLUPS.
For the issuance of the degree, in addition to the above prerequisites, it is necessary to settle
all outstanding matters with the Services of the collaborating Universities.

3. Grading scale for evaluation of student’s performance is defined as follows:

Results of courses grading are notified upon responsibility of the competent coordinator of
the course to students fifteen (15) days following the day of examination or in case the
evaluation is made based on project papers, (20) twenty days following the dissertations
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delivery date. Repeating examination is not allowed in order for the student to upgrade
his/her grading.

Grade for (BSc) in Physical Education Teaching upon responsibility of the Secretariat is
registered in the private file of the student.

4.Inauguration. The students officially receive their academic degree after successfully
completing their studies at the end 8th semester.

5. All forms issued by the JFLUPS fully follows the corresponding standards of the Lead
Institution and include the official logos of Democritus University of Thrace.

6.Joint Degree and Diploma Supplement. The JFLUPS grants graduates a Joint Degree signed
awarded and signed by both institutions as well as a Diploma Supplement issued in English
language. The Diploma Supplement is an explanatory document that does not replace the
official degree title but is attached to it and follows the model developed by the European
Commission, the Council of Europe, and UNESCO/CEPES. The aim of the Supplement is to
provide sufficient independent information to improve international "transparency" and the
fair academic and professional recognition of qualifications (diplomas, degrees, certificates,
etc.). It is designed to provide a description of the nature, level, context, content, and status
of the studies successfully completed by the individual named in the original title to which the
Annex is attached.

Article 21
Performance Awards - Scholarships

The JFLUPS may grant compensatory scholarships to students related to their academic
performance according to the recommendation of the Program Committee.

Article 22
Student Rights and Obligations

1.Students of JFLUPS are members of the academic community of DUTH and HU and enjoy
the right to knowledge, freedom of research, and the free expression of ideas within the
framework of academic freedom and academic ethics.

The students of the JFLUPS Physical Education Teaching

a) enjoy the social and other benefits that arise from the status of being a student in general
and specifically at DUTH and HU. The student status is acquired upon enrollment in the
Program and is maintained until the degree is obtained. The student has the right to suspend
their studies. During the suspension of studies, the student status is revoked and can be
reacquired with a new application from the interested party. Additionally, they have the right
to apply for part-time study.

b) express their opinions freely on educational and other matters, within the framework of
academic freedom and with respect for the ethical rules of DUTH and UH.

c) evaluate the work of faculty members and other educational, specialized, and all categories
of staff, the quality and effectiveness of educational and other work, in accordance with the
provisions of the law and the Regulations of the respective Departments and Institutions.
d) are informed about the Curriculum, their educational obligations, the rules and conditions
for their uninterrupted attendance.
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e) cooperate with the educational staff for their educational and examination needs, on the
days and times announced at the beginning of each semester.

f) submit applications to the administrative services of the relevant Department or School or
Institution and are served promptly and efficiently.

g) make use of the facilities, infrastructure, and resources of DUTH and HU, in accordance with
the regulations of the Institutions.

h) submit reports and requests to the competent bodies of the collaborating Institutions
regarding matters related to their education.

2.The students of the JFLUPS Physical Education Teaching Program have the following
obligations and duties:

a) to respect other students, professors, and all the staff of the Institution.

b) to be informed about the Internal Regulation of DUTH and HU and the specific operational
regulations that concern them and to apply them consistently and responsibly, acting in the
exercise of their student duties and activities in a legal manner and always in accordance with
the functioning of the Institution.

c) to fulfill their student duties with diligence and responsibility, and in particular:
c.a) to be informed about the curriculum they are following, the academic calendar, to
understand and be updated on the educational process they are undergoing, through the
electronic platform of the leading Institution and e-class, the website provided by the JFLUPS,
the Departments, the Schools, and the collaborating Universities, as well as through
announcements.

c.b) to participate in educational activities appropriately and in accordance with the terms of
their conduct.

gg) to contribute to the smooth and effective operation of each educational activity, refraining
from any act or behavior that could negatively affect its conduct.

c.d) to fulfill the duties they undertake in the context of monitoring educational activities.
c.e) to comply with the provided guidelines and recommendations of the instructors or other
competent bodies and services of the Institutions.

c.st) to adhere to research ethics, particularly regarding the protection of intellectual property
rights

c.z) to participate smoothly and in accordance with the prescribed regulations
of the Institutions in the examinations by refraining from any act or behavior that could
disrupt or jeopardize their smooth conduct or exclude their participation, such as, for
example, due to cheating or the use of inappropriate objects, documents, or means during
the examination.

d) to participate in the evaluation processes of the courses, structures, and services of the
Institution by submitting their opinions in an objective, fair, and impartial manner with the
aim of improving the Institution's studies.

e) to adhere to academic ethics and principles of academic integrity.

f) to respect and protect the facilities, the surrounding area, and the equipment of the
University and to ensure the cleanliness and orderliness of its spaces.

g) to present their academic identity when requested by a member of the teaching staff,
administrative staff, or security personnel within the framework of the Institution's
operations.

h) to participate in the activities of the Institutions.

i) to promote and advance DUTH and HU through their academic, cultural, and social activities.
k) to refrain from acts that are not in line with the academic mission of the Institution or hinder
the smooth operation of its bodies and services or academic freedom in research and
teaching, as well as the free expression and circulation of ideas.
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3.DUTH and HU take special care to ensure the exercise of the rights of students with
disabilities (SWD) and their equal integration into the University. Specifically, they ensure the
implementation of measures that guarantee access to facilities, provide the necessary
infrastructure and support, as well as the required conditions for their uninterrupted
participation in the educational process and examinations. The education of students with
disabilities and special educational needs or learning difficulties is regulated in accordance
with the existing legislation and international best practices.

Article 23

Academic/ Academic Advisor for Studies

1. The Academic Study Advisor (ASA) is a member of the teaching staff who guides and
supports students during their studies.

2. The ASA has an advisory role in relation to the student's academic progress, is available for
emergency meetings to aid and redirection to specialists (such as the Counselling and
Psychological Support Centre), in cases of personal problems affecting studies, monitors the
student's progress and encourages him/her to achieve his/her professional goals to the best
of his/her ability.

3. The members of the teaching staff, the administrative staff, the Directors of the
Laboratories and Clinics, the Directors of the Departments, the Chairs of the Departments, as
well as the competent services of the Institutions cooperate and support the Academic
Advisors in their work. In particular, the responsibilities and function are shown in Annex 12
of the DUTH Regulations.

Article 24
Complaint and Objection Reporting Mechanism

1. In order to ensure the improvement of the quality of the services provided by the academic
programs of the collaborating universities' academic departments, procedures have been
established that provide reliable, systematic, and continuously improving, impartial recording
and handling of the dysfunctions encountered by the students during their studies.
2. Students have the right to submit complaints or objections regarding any problems or issues
related to the services provided. Students must, before submitting their complaint or
objection, study the Guides and the general and specific Study Regulations of the Study
Programs they are enrolled in, as well as the Internal Regulation of the Institution, in order to
know their rights and obligations.

Article 25
Disciplinary offenses

1. The violation of the Internal Regulations of the collaborating Institutions as well as any
Regulation governing the attendance of students and their overall academic life constitutes a
disciplinary offense.

Indicative disciplinary offenses include:

a) the violation of the integrity of the examinations,

b) plagiarism or the concealment of the direct or indirect contribution of other individuals to
the subject of scientific engagement or research,

c) the destruction of property of the collaborating Institutions, whether movable or
immovable, that is used by the Democritus University of Thrace (DUTH) and HU or members
of the university community,

d) the obstruction of the smooth operation of the collaborating Institutions, including both
their educational, research, or administrative functions as well as the operation of their
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individual and collective bodies and services, as well as the use of their facilities and
equipment,

e) the use of covered or open spaces, facilities, infrastructures, and equipment of the
collaborating Institutions without the permission of their competent authorities.

2.The disciplinary penalties that may be imposed on a student are:

a) written reprimand,

b) prohibition from participating in the examinations of one or more courses, for one or
more examination periods,

c) temporary or permanent prohibition of the use of the institution's equipment or facilities,

d) temporary suspension of student status from one (1) to twenty-four (24) months and

e) permanent expulsion from the JFLUPS.

Article 26
Committees

Committees such as the following support the operation of JFLUPS and are formed by decision
of the Program Committees:

Article 27

Library and other services provided to JFLUPS

1.The students of the JFLUPS will use the Library of the School of Physical Education, Sports,
and Occupational Therapy, which operates based on the Library and Information Center
Operating Regulations of DUTH, as incorporated in the Internal Regulation of DUTH, Appendix
15, and will be available to the program's students during their studies at DUTH.

2. Secretariat of JFLUPS. The Secretariat of the JFLUPS will operate at the lead Institution,
which will administratively support the program with the responsibilities arising from the
current institutional framework. The Secretariat of the JFLUPS provides administrative and
secretarial support and handles all matters related to the program. In the case of
implementing the teaching project at DUTH (6th semester), secretarial support will be
provided by the Secretariat of Dept of Physical Education and Sport Science in collaboration
with the Secretariat operating in Helwan University in accordance with the applicable legal
framework. The Secretariat of the two Institutions strictly applies the legislation regarding the
protection of individuals against the processing of personal data (Law No. 4624/2019
"Personal Data Protection Authority").

3.Use of the Facilities. The educational activities of the JFLUPS are conducted at the facilities
of the School of Sports Science and Physical Education at Helwan University and at the School
of Physical Education, Sports, and Occupational Therapy of DUTH, to which the JFLUPS is
affiliated.

4.The teaching staff, administrative staff, other employees at Helwan University and at DUTH,
and the students are obliged to protect the physical spaces, infrastructure, and equipment
used for the needs of the JFLUPS, to ensure cleanliness, and to adhere to safety regulations.
5. The use of the facilities, infrastructure, and equipment of the Institutions is prohibited
without the permission of the competent authorities, as well as the use of the spaces for
purposes that do not align with the mission of the University.

6. Students have the right to use the facilities, means, and electronic services of the
Institutions within the framework of the activities of the University and of the Continuing
Education and Lifelong Learning Center. After the allotted time for each educational activity
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has elapsed, students are required to cease usage by returning the facilities and equipment in
the same good condition they were provided.

7. The laboratory facilities (computers, logistical infrastructure, equipment) must be used by
students exclusively for the production of work for the collaborating Institutions. Laboratory
facilities (computers, logistical infrastructure, equipment) must be utilized by students
exclusively for the production of work for the collaborating Institutions.

Article 28
Amendment of the JFLUPS

The JFLUPS Physical Education Teaching of DUTH and Helwan University is being revised in
accordance with the provisions of the Internal Quality Assurance System of collaborating
Institutions.

Article 29
Amendment of the Regulation

The amendment of this Regulation is possible after a proposal from the Program Committee,
a decision by the Assembly of the Departments, and the approval of the Senate of the
collaborating institutions.

Article 30

Program of Study

The minimum duration of studies for the award of the Degree in Physical Education is eight (8)
semesters. The language of the program is English.

For the award of the Joint Degree "Physical Education Teaching" the successful completion of
the compulsory courses and selected courses with a total workload of 120 Credit Hours/240
ECTS is required as shown in the table below:
